Subject: Environmental Clearance under EIA notification dated
14.09.2006 for expansion of a commercial complex namely
“Sushma Infinium” in the revenue estate of Village
Bishangarh, Tehsil Derabassi, District S.A.S. Nagar.
This has reference to your application for obtaining Environmental

Clearance under EIA notification dated 14.09.2006 for expansion of a commercial
complex namely “Sushma Infinium” in the révenue estate of Village Bishangarh,
Tehsil Derabassi, District S.A.S. Nagar and subsequent presentation given before the
State Level Expert Appraisal Committee (SEAC) for seeking prior environmental
clearance for subject cited project as required under the EIA Notification, 2006. The
proposal has been appraised as per procedure prescribed under the provisions of
EIA Notification dated 14.09.2006 on the basis of the mandatory documents
enclosed with the application viz., Form-1, 1-A, conceptual plan and the additional
clarifications furnished in response to the observations of the SEAC.

It is inter-alia noted that the proposal involves expansion of a
commercial complex namely “Sushma Infinium” in the revenue estate of Village
Bishangarh, Tehsil Derabassi, District S.A.S. Nagar. The total project area before
expansion was 13,886 sqm and after expansion will be 14,166.88 sqm. The total
‘built up area before expansion was 60,099.96 sqm and after expansion will be
61069.59 sqm. The MC, Zirakpur issued a copy of letter no. 430 dated 28.03.2013
wherein, it has been mentioned that the project site falls in Residential Zone and
CLU is not required for the same. The estimated population before expansion was
5430 persons and after expansion will be 637f;?sons. The total cost of the project
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will be Rs. 50 cores.

Total water requirement for the project before expansion was 97 KLD
and after expansion will be 115KLD. 77 KLD will be met from groundwater with the
help of a bore well and remaining 38 KLD will be met from treated wastewater. The
total wastewater generation from the project after expansion will be 92 KLD, which
will be treated in a STP of capacity 125 KLD to be installed within the project
premises. The project proponent has proposed to use 38 KLD of treated wastewater
for flushing purpose, 4 KLD for irrigation of green area and remaining 50 KLD will be
discharged to MC sewer in summer season. In winter season, 38 KLD of treated
wastewater will be used for flushing purpose, 1 KLD will be used for irrigation of
green area and remaining 53 KLD will be discharged to MC sewer. In rainy season,
38 KLD of treated wastewater will be used for flushing purpose and remaining 54
KLD will be discharged to MC sewer. M.C. Zirakpur has issued a letter no. 2214
dated 14.07.2015 wherein, it has been mentioned that the Council has no objection
for giving sewerage connection to the project proponent for discharging treated
wastewater @ 65 KLD after deposition of requisite charges.

The total quantity of solid waste to be generated from the proposed
project after expansion has been estimated as 1275 kg/day. The solid waste will be
collected separately as Bio-degradable and Non- biodegradable waste as per
Municipal Solid Waste (Management & Handling) Rules, 2000. The non-
biodegradable and recyclable waste will be sold to the authorized vendors and the
biodegradable waste will be sent to approved site. M.C. Zirakpur, issued a letter no.
429 dated 28.03.2013 wherein, it has been mentioned that the solid waste to be
generated from project site will be taken care by MC, Zirakpur, after deposition of
applicable charges. The e-waste will be handled and managed as per the E-waste
(Management & Handling) Rules, 2011. The used oil from the D.G. sets will be
stored in an isolated place and would be sold out to the approved recyclers as per
the provisions of the Hazardous Waste (Management, Handling & Transboundary
Movement), Rules, 2008. The total load of electricity required for proposed project
after expansion will be 2800 KW, which will be supplied by PSPCL. The project
proponent has proposed to provide 22&5 for backup power supply.
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The GM projects, will be responsible for implementation of Environment
Management Plan during the construction phase and operational phase. During
construction phase, Rs. 16.5 lacs will be incurred for implementation of EMP and
Rs.17.5 lacs/annum will be incurred on account of recurring charges and during
operation phase, Rs.33.50 Lacs will be incurred as capital cost and Rs. 8.75
lacs/annum as recurring charges. The GM projects, will be responsible for
implementation of Environment Management Plan after the period for which Project
Propoent is responsible.

The Director of the company will be responsible for implementation of
CSR. Rs. 10 lacs will be utilized for following activities under Corporate Social
Responsibility:-

i) The management will give preference in the job to nearby area people.

ii) Blood donation camps and other health related camps will be organized
in the 5 Km area of the project.

iif)  Carpeting of road of the village Bishangarh.

iv)  Arrangements will be made for training to the youths of village
bishangarh in vocational courses.

V) Camps will be organized for awareness of cancer and other diseases.

vi)  Saplings will be distributed in the area.

The case was considered by the SEAC in its 129t meeting held on
11.09.2015, wherein, the Committee awarded 'Silver Grading' to the project
proposal and decided to forward the case to the SEIAA with the recommendation to
grant environmental clearance to the project proponent subject to certain conditions
in addition to the proposed measures.

Thereafter, case was considered by the SEIAA in its 94% meeting held
on 03.10.2015, wherein, the Authority noted that the case stands recommended by
SEAC and the Committee awarded ‘Silver Grading” to the project proposal.
Therefore, the Authority decided to grant environmental clearance to the project
proponent for expansion of a commercial complex namely “Sushma Infinium” in a
total area of 14166.88 sqm and having total built up area after expansion as
61069.59 sgm in the revenue estate of Vijl%e Bishangarh, Tehsil Derabassi, Distt.
